Narrative: Traditional Tales 
Books: Three Little Pigs, The Three Billy Goats Gruff,
Considers what is going to be written before beginning by encapsulating what they want to say, sentence by sentence (KPI-W)
Explain how different types of writing, including narratives, are structured and apply this to their own and others’ writing
Develops pleasure in reading, motivation to read, vocabulary and understanding by becoming increasingly familiar with a wider range of stories, fairy stories and traditional tales (KPI-R)
Identify cause and effect in both narrative and non-fiction
Play roles and improvise scenes in various settings
- Hot seat characters, write a character description 
- compare different versions of the same story, identifying how characters have changed and how events change as a result of the characters actions 
- Write dialogue for the characters 
- Plan and write an alternative version of the story based upon a change of character or role reversal 
- Use the film Shrek and look at how traditional characters are portrayed and how this compares to the original stories 

Poetry – Classic Poems

	Non-Fiction: Explanations 
Explain how different types of writing, including narratives, are structured and apply this to their own and others’ writing

- What is an explanation? Looking at the language used and information included

- Re-write a familiar story 
- Write a story with a known character in an alternate setting 

Poetry – Patterns on the page

	Spelling
Phonics
	Makes simple additions, revisions and corrections to writing by segmenting spoken words into phonemes and representing these by graphemes, spelling many correctly (KPI-W)
Spell words in a phonically plausible way, even if sometimes incorrectly.

	Makes simple additions, revisions and corrections to writing by learning new ways of spelling phonemes for which one or more spellings are already known; and learn some word with each spelling including a few common homophones (KPI-W)
Apply a knowledge of suffixes from their word reading to their spelling and also draw from and apply a growing knowledge of word and spelling structure, as well as a knowledge of root words.

	Guided Reading
